Boxes of wine need to be shipped to Mountain Valley Vineyards along with a copy of the registration form enclosed in the box.

. There is no limit to number of entries per exhibitor.
. Class numbers for entries are listed and described on back of registration form. It is the winery’s responsibility to correctly

categorize their wines.

. The chairman will approve qualification of judges before each competition. Names of persons considered to have qualifications for

being judges may be submitted at any time.

. Only wines that are commercially available on the date of the competition may be entered.
. The actual degree of residual sugar for each wine must be listed on the entry form so that the entries can be arranged properly

for judging (i.e. within classes, the driest wine will be served first and then progressively upward in order of sweetness.)

. Three bottles must be submitted. In situations where a distressed bottle is suspected, all three bottles may be utilized.
. The commercial label must appear on all bottles submitted with the predominate grape or fruit used in each wine listed on the entry
form.

. All gold medal winners will be asked to submit three additional bottles for displaying and tasting at the “Wines of the South

Competition Awards Reception”. The time and location of this reception will be announced at a later date.
Gold, Silver and Bronze medals are awarded by consensus votes from a panel of five judges.

Awards will be given for: Best of Show Best of Fruit Wines Best of Red Wines
Best of Dessert Wines Best of White Wines

“Best of Show” will be chosen from the concordance gold medal winners by a consensus of ALL judges

Special Award: William O. Beach Award - Best wine made from 100% Tennessee fruit
